RULES

Teachers will record checks for inappropriate behavior in their classroom and in the hall.  When three checks accumulate from a teacher, a detention will result for the student.

TYPES OF INAPPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR

· Disobedience of class or school rules.

· Being late for class

· Disrespect

· Excessive talking

· Inappropriate use of gum

REWARDS
· Verbal Praise

· Personal notes

· Positive telephone contact with parents

· Special Privileges

· Individual class or grade level reward activities

CONSEQUENCES
Third check results in an automatic after school detention for ½ hour.

After 1 detention, varying discipline procedures will be enforced.

An automatic detention may be given at each teacher’s discretion.
