LATE / MISSING HOWEWORK POLICY

GRADE 8
At the discretion of the eighth grade staff, the following homework policy will be implemented for students who have routinely demonstrated, on a day-to-day or week-to-week basis, that they have become habitually late completing their homework assignments.

Step One - 
When a student has a late/missing assignment during one of their morning classes (Hours 1-5), the student will be required to stay in during noon hour the same day to complete the late/missing assignment.


Any late assignment during a student’s afternoon classes (Hours 6-8); the student will be required to stay in during noon hour the following day to complete the late/missing assignment.

Step Two – 
At any time when a student currently has a total of two, or more, late/missing assignments, they will be required to remain after school for an additional learning opportunity.  This time period after school will be termed 9th hour and shall be utilized to complete all late/missing work.



Please note:  The students will take the responsibility to phone a parent informing them of the need to remain after school to complete any late/missing work.  It then becomes the parent’s responsibility to pick up their child after normal school hours.  If this creates a transportation problem, please contact your child’s homeroom teacher.  Thank you!
Step Three – 
If, after participation in both Noon and 9th hour learning opportunities a student continues to have late/missing assignments, and as the need is deemed appropriate, Saturday school remains an option in which to allow a student to complete any late/missing work.  Saturday school hours will be from 8:00 – 10:00 AM.
